DON'T FORGET

Before you pack your suitcase and leave home to study in Reutlingen,
there are some things that need to be taken care of in advance. Most
importantly, make contact with the program liaison of your home
university. You should double-check everything with them before you
leave to make sure that you've taken care of the really imperative
business. Here are some general guidelines for what you need to
prepare in your home country before you set off for Reutlingen:

e Erasmus/Socrates students should provide an official learning
agreement and a (stamped and signed) confirmation/ certificate
that they are enrolled at their home institution while they are
studying at Reutlingen University.

e All other students should contact their department liaison to find
out exactly what kind of documents are needed from their home
institution
Proof of health insurance/ E111 document/ insurance card
A valid passport
A student visa (for non-EU citizens). Get information and apply to
the German Embassy or Consulate in your native country well in
advance and do not set off for Reutlingen without a visa!

® Depending on your program, you may be required to turn in score
reports from exams such as the DSH/TestDaf or TOEFL
At least 2 passport pictures (it's a good idea to bring some extras)
CV/resume (typed)

Enough cash to cover all of the initial expenses during the first
week of your stay including semester fees, a deposit of two
months rent plus your first month's rent, a semester bus ticket,
and all other unforeseen costs

KEEP IN MIND

e that living abroad in an unfamiliar environment always stretches
one's budget and that currency fluctuations can cause problems in
your financial planning. Estimated living costs in Reutlingen are
approximately 800 € per month including accommodation,
food, semester bus and train ticket and personal expenses. With
your student ID card, you will also get discounts at the movies,
sporting events, museums, travels, etc.

financial aid is not available through Reutlingen University. Any and
all financial matters have to be organized by the student. So, if
you're looking for financial assistance in the form of grants and
scholarships, contact the international office of your home
university. The staff at the International Office in Reutlingen is,
however, happy to answer questions and/or help with financial aid
paperwork, for example, with applications to the German Academic
Exchange Service (DAAD/www.daad.de).
